2024 CONSTRUCTION PLANS

This spring, we will be finishing the pavilion construction and landscaping around the pavilion and clubhouse. We will also be working
on cart paths and bunkers in order to open the new holes the first weekend in June. Tyler is leading a team that will be planting new
grasses and wildflowers, giving certain areas of the course a new look.

When the new holes open, we will obviously remove the temporary greens, then enjoy 18 regular greens. After that, the only 2024 con-
struction on the front 9 will be building new tees and tying the new # 5 fairway into the old 5 fairway. Even while that work is going on,
golfers will be able to play new # 5 without any disruption.

The major construction in 2024 will be at old holes 11 & 12, which we will be combining into a single par 5. The work will include the
construction of a new pond (to fix the area that is always wet) and the reshaping of the soil where the old 11 green used to be located.
During construction, we will temporarily play hole 11 (old 12) as a par 3. Play will proceed as follows: after finishing hole 10, players will
travel down the hill, around the construction, to the # 11 temporary tee area (south of the tee boxes for new hole #5). Number 11 will
play as a par 3 across the pond. Old hole 13 will then become # 12. In 2024, # 12 will still play as a par 5, bringing the course to a par
71. (In 2025, # 12 will become a par 4 and # 11 will become a par 5, taking the course to its permanent status of par 72.) Upon finishing
# 12, players will move to # 13 (the new par 3) and then continue to # 14, finishing the back 9 as normal.

Also in 2024, we will be moving soil to build many new tees around the course so we can enjoy a mix of tees for ALL skill levels. Our goal
is to have Cable Hollow offer possibilities from 7,100 yards for the long hitters, to 4,000 yards for senior ladies and juniors.

We meet with the architect on April 10th to finalize the plans for # 11, and to continue planning for future years. We are now in year 2
of a 5-year plan to make Cable Hollow a course of distinction. We are very satisfied with the work we did last year and how the new
tees and holes came through the winter. We are in great shape to open the new holes in June!
